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Nyt Public Domain band fra EUUGs Firenze konference

After the tremendous success on the EUUG Copenhagen Conference of the distribution of freeware software,
the EUUG software distribution team has done it again at Florence. We have this time collected about 37 Mb of
free software for you, there was not room for more on the tape!

The "Florence Software Tape” is in essence a completely new collection of software, though some of the stuff
from Copenhagen appears there too. The Langston games are the only replicated piece from the Copenhagen tape,
where all .o-files were missing. The Florence tape consists mainly of things taken from the net, but also some spe-
cially collected items, including emacs17.49 and mh-6.4. We regret that the announced version of MMDFII is not
present. It will be available soon, as a separate EUUG software distribution. (See below for ordering intfornma-
tion.)

About 22,5 Mb was collected from the net by Bjorn Eriksen, and below is given a list of the software pieces
of more than 00 kb, this accounts for about 27 Mb of the tape. The last 10 Mb consists of about 250 smaller
software pieces, which is too numerous to reward separate description here, though some of them are even very
useful pieces of software. Some of them are commented by Bjorn in the README file of the “net” direciory on

the tape. Some subgroups: there is nearly 3 Mb of games, there is 1/2 Mb of system drivers and 1.5 Mb of li-
brary routines.

- has figured out that mv(1) will move directories
- has learned that "learn” does not help
- somebody has shown him how to write C programs
- once used sed to do some text substitution
- has seen dbx used but does not use it himself
- thinks that make is a only for wimps

expert - uses sed when necesary
- uses macro’s in vi, uses ex when necessary
- posts news at every possible opportunity
- write csh scripts occasionally
- write C programs using vi and compiles with cc
- bhas figured out what '&&’ and oo’ are for
